Curriculum and Instruction

Inquiry Learning – Jim McKay

Ms. Syd Klocke introduced Mr. Jim McKay, science teacher, who made a presentation to the Board on inquiry learning and how it affects student achievement and disposition.  

Test Results

Dr. Hockney reviewed with Board members the results of the PSAE and ACT tests.  He stated that PSAE scores had improved in 2002 vs. 2001 in all areas tested.  However, he expressed concern that on the ACT Antioch Community High School students had scored lower than in the past, saying that historically District 117 exceeded both state and national averages, but in 2002 scores were below both state and national averages.  Dr. Hockney said it was anticipated ACT scores would be lower due to the tests being administered to all students rather than only those seeking admission to certain colleges or universities, but it was not anticipated that ACHS students would score below state and national averages in all areas tested.

Update – Building Projects

Mr. Ahlers updated Board members on the status of the building programs – the ACHS expansion and renovation project, and plans for the second high school.  He said the auditorium at ACHS should be completed by mid-October, and the lockers had just arrived for the renovated girls’ locker room.  He informed the Board that work on the second high school was on schedule, and that the brick manufacturer was confident the problem with the bricks would be satisfactorily resolved.

Dr. Crawford said that due to the ACHS auditorium not being completed until late October there would be no fall play this year, rather, Mr. Shehorn was planning a winter and spring play.

Budget Review

Mr. Ahlers reviewed with Board members the “2003 Budget Antioch Community High School District 117”, stating the budget for the year reflected a surplus of $375,194.00.  He explained that the surplus was the result of FY’ 02 monies being received in FY’ 03.

Dr. Hockney informed the Board that a public hearing on the budget would be held at the September 19, 2002 meeting and the budget would be recommended for approval following the hearing.

Task Force For Educational Change

Dr. Hockney told Board members that on September 5 the Task Force presented a status report to the entire faculty.  He said that Jo Anderson, Executive Director of the Consortium for Education Change, was in attendance at the meeting and said “You made a quantum leap today” referring to faculty members beginning to look at initiatives to improve Antioch Community High School.  Mr. Peterson said it was the goal of the Task Force for all ACHS students to meet or exceed the Illinois Learning Standards.

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Landfill Re-Development

Dr. Hockney asked Board members for input on a potential partnership between District 117, Antioch Township and the Village of Antioch for the re-development of the HOD Landfill site in Antioch.
