Mr. Dziki asked if the Board would receive a report from the Task Force for Educational Change.  Dr. Hockney replied that the recommendation for an Advisory Program, which was approved by the Board in February, would be implemented by the administration at both high schools with the start of the 2004-05 school year.  He said that at the end of three years it would be determined through test score results if student achievement had improved with the Advisory Program.
Mrs. Axton asked if the Advisory planning group would present its curriculum to the Board in August, to which Dr. Crawford answered that they were on target to do so.

Mr. Dzikie asked Dr. Crawford when the programs for commencement exercises had been printed.  Dr. Crawford said the programs were printed a week before commencement.  Mr. Dziki stated that he believed the names of the students involved in the vandalism of the courtyard, and not permitted to participate in commencement exercises, should not have appeared on the program.   
Mrs. Heneberry thanked Dr. Hockney for his dedicated years of service to the District and Mrs. Axton said he had done a great job.
