Modification of Expulsion - Student 2002/03-9

Mrs. Biel moved the expulsion of Student 2002/03-9 be imposed as provided in the AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF TOWNSHIP HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT 117 and [the parents of Student 2002/09-9] as presented in Exhibit I, but that such expulsion be modified to provide:

· Student 2002/03-9 will be tested randomly as part of his enrollment in the Regional Office of Education (ROE) Safe School in accord with the guidelines of the program for random drug testing.

· The testing will be completed under the direction of appropriate administrative personnel at the ROE Safe School in cooperation with NICASA.

· Results of the drug testing will be shared with Mr. Tim Noonan, Student Assistance Program Coordinator at Antioch Community High School.
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Provided the above occurs and the student successfully completes all other requirements at the ROE Safe School he may return to Antioch Community High School for the second semester of the 2003-2004 school year (beginning on January 21, 2004) with the understanding that throughout the second semester:

He will complete weekly drug screens at the parents’ expense through the Antioch Community High School random drug test program in cooperation with Condell Hospital;

The results of such drug screens are released to Mr. Tim Noonan, Student Assistance Program Coordinator at Antioch Community High School; and

Such drug screens show that he is free of alcohol or other controlled substances.

Should the student violate any of the above terms the expulsion will be imposed retroactively and all academic credit earned will be forfeited for the 2003-2004 academic year.
