Home Schooled Students and Athletics

Mr. Schoenfelder spoke on behalf of the committee who was asked to review the matter again making every effort to find a way whereby home schooled students could participate in extracurricular activities with the issues of grade reporting, drug screening and obtaining a diploma from one of the districts schools being addressed.  Mr. Schoenfelder said the committee had reviewed the topic and it was still their recommendation to keep the policy as it is written.
Following a lengthy discussion the Board was unable to reach consensus as to whether Board policy should be changed to allow for home schooled students to participate in extracurricular activities.  Mr. Delany was asked to gather more information about the situation from the assistant principal at Wheaton/Warrenville High School and report back to the Board.
