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Update – Building Projects

Lakes Community High School
Mr. Ahlers stated that Lakes Community High School was ready to open.
ACHS Expansion/Renovation

Mr. Ahlers said the second finishing seal on the parking lot was scheduled for the weekend of August 21-22.  Mr. Ahlers showed Board members a deteriorated gas line pipe that had been removed from beneath the parking lot and said the district had to spend approximately $30,000 to remove and replace the pipe.  This caused a two day delay to the construction on the parking lot.  He said for the most part the building would be ready, although there would be some inconveniences due to construction.

Update on NCLB/Prairie State Exam

Dr. Sabatino updated Board members on the No Child Left Behind legislation and how it impacted school districts. The Special Ed Subgroup did not meet state standards for 2 consecutive years.  
Refunding of Bonds

Dr. Sabatino informed Board members that he and Mr. Ahlers had met with Elizabeth Hennessy of William Blair and Company and she indicated the district should look at refunding of bonds.  It was the consensus of the Board to invite Ms. Hennessy to a future Board meeting to present information and answer questions pertaining to the issue.
