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QUESTIONS/COMMENTS – BOARD MEMBERS

Mrs. Axton asked how much tax revenue the district would receive from Wal-Mart.  Mr. Ahlers said approximately $100,000-$125,000.
Mr. Dziki inquired as to the status of the dance team for the 2005-06 school year.  Dr. Sabatino said the President of IDTA had informed Carissa Parker that the district had to run two separate teams.

Mr. Dziki asked if there was an update on the status of the TIP district proposal from Oak Builders Inc. for the former Children’s Baptist Home property in Lake Villa.  Mr. Ahlers replied that he had nothing new to report.  Dr. Sabatino said he had spoken with Mayor Loffredo and that the mayor had not heard anything.
Mr. Dziki stated that he had been asked about allowing home schooled students to participate in district athletic programs.   Mrs. Heneberry asked Dr. Crawford if it was allowed by state code.  Dr. Crawford said it was allowed if the district adopted a policy to that effect.  Dr. Sabatino said athletic eligibility was a consideration.  Mrs. Henebeery asked if any school districts allowed home schooled students to participate in athletics.  Dr. Sabatino said that some do.  Mr. Delany stated that the Board would look at the issue again.

Mrs. Biel said she had attended plays at ACHS and LCHS and complimented both schools.  She said the performance of The Diary of Ann Frank at ACHS was very moving and the students had done an outstanding job.
