PRESENTATION

Ms. Fran Waible and Ms. Sara English, Advisory Chairpersons, reported on the Advisory Program at both schools after the first year of its implementation.  Ms. Waible said there was a significant difference in grades for freshmen this year compared to last year.  She stated that from the results of the surveys returned parents seem to be happy with the program, but said she felt that better communications was an area which needed more work.  Ms. English agreed that communications needed to be improved.  Mr. Sobczak stated that from the comments on the parent questionnaire it appears that most parents do not know what is going on in Advisory.  He asked if we can communicate through the Advisory with those parents explaining what Advisory is about and what is going on.  Mr. Sobczak commented that he would like to see more parent buy-in.  Mrs. Waible said that if a Back to School Night is held the Advisors can explain those things to parents.  She said the Advisors were sending a letter to parents which would also explain more about the program.  Both Ms. English and Ms. Waible reviewed some of the activities that had taken place this school year and some of the changes and adjustments that will be implemented next year.  Overall both Advisory Chairpersons felt the students had benefited from the Advisory Program.
