Mr. Sobczak said the landscaping along the fence on Route 173 looked good.
Mr. Dziki asked when the Board would receive a report on the Advisory Program.  Dr. Sabatino said it was scheduled for the May 19, 2005 meeting.
Mr. Dziki asked if there were any students participating in District 117 extracurricular activities who did not attend ACHS or LCHS.  Dr. Sabatino said that students at Allendale, Gateway, or those placed in a SEDOL placement school could participate in extracurricular activities.  Mr. Dziki said that if those students could participate when they were coming from another curriculum, he felt that home schooled students should be allowed to participate.  Dr. Sabatino reminded the Board that District 117 pays to belong to those schools and the schools must meet state accreditation standards.  He further clarified the issue by stating that District 117 places students in those schools, and students could be placed back at ACHS or LCHS.  It was also noted that those schools are not private schools.   Mr. Dziki reiterated that District 117 had the ability to allow home schooled students to participate in extracurricular activities.
Mr. Sobczak said that District 117 has a connection to those students who attend Allendale, Gateway and SEDOL schools and that the district has no connection to home schooled students.

Dr. Sabatino passed out Board Committee proposals.  He explained the differences in the various committees, saying that two Board members, the Superintendent, plus other staff and community members as necessary should serve on the Superintendent Committees which are: 1) Budget; 2) Building and Grounds; 3) Extracurricular and Sports; and 4) Boundary.  He recommended one Board member to sit on the District Technology Committee which is identified in the contract between the Board and the Association.  He said the Personnel Committee is a Board Committee where all rules and regulations of the Open Meetings Act apply, and that besides the Board President, two Board members should be appointed to this committee, by policy.  He further stated that the Strategic Planning Committee is a full Board committee and will be formed after the IASB governance seminars.
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Mr. Sobczak commented that a Board member who serves on a committee should not vote against the recommendation of that committee.
