Update – Building Projects

Lakes Community High School

Mr. Ahlers said punch list items were still being addressed at Lakes Community High School.
ACHS Remodeling/Renovation Project
Mr. Ahlers reported that by the week of October 25 all of the boilers at Antioch Community High School should be operational.
ACHS Athletic Facility

Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that dirt was being brought to the site by Thelen Sand and Gravel and the project was moving forward.  He stated that he had met with the Army Corps of Engineers regarding the Horak property and that at this point in time the Corps was in agreement with the wetland mitigation ratio and design.   In response to Mr. Dziki’s question regarding the Village of Antioch wanting to work with the district in the development of a site that could be utilized by everyone Mr. Delany said that Dr. Sabatino, Mr. Ahlers and Mr. Sobczak were meeting with Mayor Maravelas to discuss that possibility.
ExxonMobil Educational Alliance Grant
Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that Olson Oil Company, owner of the Antioch Mobil Station, had worked with school officials to secure a $500 grant from the ExxonMobil Educational Alliance program to support the exploratory science program.

Auditor’s Management Letter

Mr. Ahlers presented the Auditor’s Management Letter from Eder, Casella and the response from the administration.
Proposed Tax Levy
Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that a tax levy for 2004, to be collected in 2005, must be adopted no later than December 31.  He said a public hearing for the purpose of adopting the levy had been scheduled for the November 4, 2004 Board meeting and that notice had been published in the newspaper.
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GOVERNANCE

Honors Graduation Policy
Dr. Sabatino asked if any Honors Graduation Policy Committee members wished to say anything regarding the recommendation from the Committee.  Mrs. Heneberry said she would like to see the timeline moved ahead by beginning with the current freshman class. Dr. Sabatino stated that during the Committee meeting a number of students expressed concern about the fairness to the current freshman class if they were affected by the policy because the first semester was almost over.  Mrs. Axton said that while she understood Mrs. Heneberry’s concern she felt the Board should approve the recommendation from the Committee.  Mr. Dziki said that for the record he felt the problem was that the curriculum was not challenging enough and improvements needed to be made, but that he would support the Committee.  Mr. Delany replied that improvements to the curriculum were in progress but the Board needed a policy to determine the criteria for honors graduates.  It was the consensus of the Board that the recommended policy revisions be presented for approval at the November 4 Board meeting.
QUESTIONS/COMMENTS – BOARD MEMBERS
Mrs. Axton informed Board members that the A.L.L. Parent Network was no longer in existence and at this point in time there were no plans for student activities for after Prom.  
Mr. Dziki said he had reviewed the student handbooks for both A.C.H.S. and L.C.H.S. and asked if the policies, rules, and procedures were the same.  Dr. Crist and Dr. Crawford said that the policies were the same because those were set by the Board, but that rules and procedures were different at each school.  Mr. Dziki said he felt that the rules and procedures should be the same at both A.C.H.S. and L.C.H.S.
Mr. Sobczak suggested that the chair recognize speakers at the table during Board meetings.  Mr. Delany stated that he would do that at future meetings.
