Update - ACHS Park/Athletic Project
Mr. Ahlers said this project was moving forward, that weather permitting Thelen Sand and Gravel would be moving twenty truckloads of dirt each day until all of the dirt that is needed has been brought to the site, and that Seater Construction Company was laying the foundation for the concession stand. 
Ball Field Project
Mr. Ahlers reported that the Building Committee had met to discuss the Horak property and ball field and had requested Mr. Jim McKay speak to the Board on the educational opportunities of the property.   Mr. McKay said that he envisioned an Environmental and Health Awareness Learning Center which would enable the district to conduct authentic multidisciplinary learning in a nontraditional learning environment.  Mr. McKay distributed information on the Learning Center to Board members (copy attached).   Mr. Dziki said he would like to see a plan.  Mr. Ahlers said that he had met with the Wildlife Habitat Council who is helping the District develop a plan.  The Board agreed that the idea had educational merit and should be pursued.

However, he said that was the worst case scenario, and the deficit may not be that large.  He explained the reasons for the predicted deficit and said next year’s budget would be balanced.

Update on the Third Infraction/Rule for Extra-Curriculars

Mr. Nathan Bylsma reported that the Athletic Policy Committee had reconvened on April 18 to discuss again the third infraction rule for extra-curriculars as requested by the Board, and that he had spoken to most of the members who were absent in order to obtain their perspective and opinions.  Mr. Bylsma said that after a lengthy discussion the Committee again voted 13-4 in favor of an athlete being finished with his/her high school athletic career on a 3rd drug/alcohol/tobacco violation.   Dr. Sabatino said Mr. Bylsma will script the recommended changes to the Extracurricular Handbook and then it will be brought to the Board for approval.
Letter from IHSA

Dr. Sabatino shared a letter from Lance Emery of the IHSA recognizing Coach Robin Gwynn and the ACHS cheerleaders for their good sportsmanship in the sport of cheerleading at this year’s state final.
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Use of Facilities

Dr. Sabatino said that future requests for facility usage will be brought to the Board, but that he had asked Mr. Schoenfelder and Mr. Parola to put together a list of those individuals/groups who had already requested the use of facilities.  That list was shared with Board members.  Dr. Sabatino said that insurance coverage and the name of a responsible contact person will be checked for future requests.

Approval of Memos of Understanding

LCHS Update – Mr. Bode
Mr. Ron Bode, Associate Principal, reviewed events taking place at LCHS.  He said the Spring Play, “Up the Down Staircase”, was scheduled for April 21-23; students celebrated Environmental Education Week and Earth Day on April 22; 1800 food items were donated by students to the Open Arms Pantry; and that “Readstock”, a whole day built around the 60’s, was successful.  Mr. Bode also reported that softball, soccer, boys’ tennis, boys’ volleyball, and baseball had won some games and were playing fundamentally well, and that the first Lakes Prom was planned for May 6 at the Lehman Mansion, and 225 students had purchased tickets.  
QUESTIONS/COMMENTS – BOARD MEMBERS

Mrs. Axton suggested minutes be approved at each Board meeting and the Board was in agreement.
Mrs. Heneberry asked if the Board could address comments from the public at the next meeting following the comments.  Mr. Delany said the Board would respond as best it could, but that some issues, such as personnel, could not be addressed in an open meeting.
Mrs. Van Dien asked how many times the dogs had been brought into the schools this year and Dr. Sabatino replied twice at each school.
Mrs. Van Dien offered sympathy to the families of the LCHS student and the former ACHS student who had passed away recently.  Mr. Bode said that Bridget Sundin, play director at LCHS, was close Ryan Swanson and had dedicated the play to his memory.
Mr. Dziki asked what the protocol was for the use of the softball fields located by the District Office, and said he had received some complaints.  Mr. Ahlers replied that priority for use of the fields was determined by Lake Villa Township.  Mr. Dziki said he felt the school district should have first priority and asked if there was an understanding.   Mr. Ahlers said the understanding was that when school was in session the school district had priority, and that next priority was Lake Villa Township and then Antioch Township.  Mr. Delany stated that Mr. Venturi, Lake Villa Township Supervisor, should be made aware of any problems regarding the use of the fields, and that he would call him to discuss the issue.

A parent said that although this was not the time for public comments, she wanted to know when the Board would accept the resignation of Mr. Tom Long and said she didn’t hear anything during the personnel section of the meeting.  Mr. Delany said the Board had accepted Mr. Longs’ resignation at the April 6 meeting.
