Discussion – Antioch Community High School Logo

Dr. Sabatino asked Board members for their thoughts regarding the Indian logo at Antioch Community High School.  Mr. Dziki said he did not feel that it was offensive to anyone and that he would like to see students paint their faces, or beat drums, if they so choose.  Mrs. Heneberry said she had felt the Indian theme was a tribute and until reading a recent newspaper article never realized it could be offensive.  Mr. Delany stated that the emblem was never intended to demean the persons depicted, that a brave was an outstanding character.  Mrs. Axton said she looked through the centennial book from 1992 and was unable to find anything on the Sequoit.  She said she called Ainsley Brooke who looked at old maps and researched the word “Sequoit.”   Ms. Brooke found that in 1840, the creek was called Gages Creek, and that in 1866 it was called Sequoit Creek, which means “wandering creek”.  Mr. Sobczak said that he thought the mascot represented the earliest settlers in the area, which were Algonquin and Winnebago.  Mrs. Axton asked Mr. Nekritz how he felt about the issue, and he responded that even if no one considered the logo offensive, he would like to see an alternative logo for Antioch Community High School which reflected the history of the high school and the community.
The consensus of the Board was to put the issue to a committee comprised of current students, alumni and community members to receive their input.  Mr. Dziki and Mrs. Van Dien offered to serve as Board representatives on the committee.
