ACHS - Park/Athletic Facility

Mr. Ahlers reported that dirt is still being brought to the landfill.  He said he hopes to have documents and estimates on the Antioch wooded project available for Board members at the second meeting in March.  Mr. Dziki stated he felt the football practice field is inadequate.  Mrs. Axton agreed and asked if there were any fields available at Volunteer Park.  Mr. Ahlers replied there were none available, but that some of the practice fields identified for soccer can be used by other sports.  Mrs. Axton asked if all of the fields would be utilized in the fall and Mr. Ahlers answered yes.  Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that when they view the drawings they can decide on the options available.

Cash Flow Estimate
Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that he did an in-depth cash flow analysis and that at the present time the district has a potential deficit of $100,000.  He said that we have been hit hard with utility costs, the methane plant was down most of the month of January, and we have added a lot of square footage.
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Mr. Ahlers said that he is looking at where we can cut to balance the budget.  Mr. Dziki asked why the Maintenance Fund was over $900,000.  Mr. Ahlers said that was due to (1) higher utility costs, (2) refunded bonds earlier this year – our costs actually went up on COP bonds in maintenance fund, and (3) higher level of maintenance in buildings and equipment than last year.
Mrs. Axton inquired as to whether the district had received any funds yet from Wal-Mart.  Mr. Ahlers said the district would receive full funding on the Wal-Mart property during the next school year and that the amount was considerable.

Financial Profile Designation
Mr. Ahlers explained that the state does a profile on districts’ finances and that District #117 is in Level Two – Financial Review - out of four categories.
GOVERNANCE

Summer School 2005-06 Information
Dr. Sabatino reviewed Summer School 2005-06 information with Board members saying what had been sent in packets was a rough draft.  He said the dates stayed the same and that Summer School classes would be held at ACHS, with driver education offered at both schools.  Mrs. Heneberry commented that a parent had asked her why the summer school philosophy of the district was more remedial than get-ahead.  Mr. Nekritz said that was not the philosophy of summer school, rather, students can make up as many classes as they can, but for electives summer school classes should be comparable in hours to classes during the school year.  
Prairie State Achievement Exam Schedule
Dr. Sabatino reviewed information on the Prairie State Achievement Exam schedule.
Recommended Policy Revisions
Dr. Sabatino stated that due to changes in the law revisions to the following policies were being recommended: 625.02 – Human Relations Education; 625.05 – Drug Education; 625.07 – Physical Education/Driver Education’ 625.08 – Science; 625.10 – Career/Student Work Programs/Vocational Education; 625.12 – History; 625.13 – National Heritage; 655.12 – Consumer Education; and 655.13 – Proficiency Examination – Driver Education.
The revised policies will be presented for adoption at the March 2, 2006 Board meeting.
