Board-District Goal Discussion

Dr. Sabatino reviewed the six goals decided on by the Board when Deb Larsen of the IASB conducted the Board self-evaluation in August, and said they would serve as the starting point for Board discussion.  Those goals are: (1) Student Achievement, (2) Qualified Staff, (3) Facilities, (4) Technology, (5) Community Communication, and (6) Fiscal Responsibility.   The Board’s reaction was favorable, however, the Board wants to make sure tracking of graduate data is kept and that it is done in the School Improvement Plan for both schools.  The Board asked when it would get a report back on how the district is doing in reference to student achievement data.  Dr. Sabatino said the NWEA results could be presented in June and the Plan/ACT linkage could be a part of the School Improvement Plan for each school presented in September/October.   Dr. Sabatino said that under Qualified Staff, Item G, which states all certified and non-certified staff and administrators would be evaluated pursuant to the Professional Growth Plan, would be added.   Mrs. Axton asked about Board committees and Mr. Delany said he would come back to all Board members regarding committees before the next meeting.

Alliance Legislative Report

Dr. Sabatino stated that the Alliance Legislative Report was sent to Board members for informational purposes    
LCHS Update – Dr. Crist
Dr. Crist updated Board members on activities and events taking place at Lakes Community High School.  He reported that Megan Hyatt was the 2006 United States Junior Ladies Champion, was interviewed for a segment on ABC Channel 7 news, and had also been named as first alternate to the 2006 World Junior Figure Skating Championships in Slovenia the week of March 6-12.  Dr. Crist stated that Victoria Tremblay, counselor, is organizing a program called Lakes Ambassadors which will be 15-20 veteran Eagles volunteering to help new students get acquainted with LCHS upon their arrival; that LCHS has sent its final donation to the Red Cross; and that Chris Snyder, new teacher, is doing well and fitting in nicely at LCHS.  Dr. Crist presented an analysis of the PLAN Profile Summary Report saying that LCHS students scored higher in English, Mathematics, Reading, and Science, with a composite of 18.2 for LCHS as compared to 16.5 national average.   Dr. Crist reported that Carla Thompson had been recognized by the IHSA for her leadership and sportsmanship as Head Volleyball Coach, and that an IHSA official had left a voice mail message praising Rachel Morales for displaying good leadership as Assistant Basketball Coach.
QUESTIONS/COMMENTS – BOARD MEMBERS

Mr. Dziki stated that he read a newspaper article about gun safety criticizing schools for not having gun safety education.  He asked if there was any way we could educate our students on gun safety.   Mr. Delany said he thought that the State offered a course and that it might be something that the Health Departments could look into.
