NCLB and Choice
Dr. Sabatino explained the dilemma the District will face in a year and a half regarding the No Child Left Behind and School Choice.  He said most likely ACHS will make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) this year because the Special Education student population will be less than 45 students which comprises a legal subgroup, and the same will most likely happen during the 2006-07 school year, which will make School Choice no longer a legal option for ACHS students.  The dilemma facing the Board is what will happen to students attending LCHS when School Choice is no longer an option.  Dr. Sabatino informed Board members that a decision will need to be made so that all students taking the option understand the consequences of their decision, that if the Board allows them to attend Lakes, the reason for School Choice is not valid and other students should have the option to attend.  Mr. Sobczak said that if either school returns to AYP it should be made perfectly clear that the student would return to the school within their residency area.  Mrs. Axton agreed but said parent signatures should be required showing the parent understands and agrees to the student returning.   

It was the consensus of the Board that if either school returns to AYP the student would return to the school within their residency area and parents would be required to sign an agreement, or the student would not be allowed to transfer.
