Report on Busing Costs
Dr. Sabatino said there had been discussion for a couple of years regarding starting both high schools at the same time.  He stated that it would cost the district over $500,000, so it was his recommendation that we continue to stagger the start times. 
Certificates of Recognition

Dr. Sabatino reported that all four high schools within the district had received Certificates of Recognition from the State Board of Education.
ACHS Update – Mr. Nekritz

Mr. Nekritz updated Board members on events and happenings taking place at Antioch Community High School saying Hannah Scheidt was a National Merit Finalist; the Math Team had great success placing first in some divisions with a third place overall in Division 3AA competition; the Mock Trial was competing now with Ken Engberg as best witness and Zack Simonini as best lawyer – great for a first time; The Academic Team ranked third in the Sectionals; the Picasso at the Lapin Agile 3 performances were very well received; FCCLA received 7 first place awards, three most outstanding – first time entered in competition – 8 students will continue.
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Mr. Nekritz also reported that 600 students had danced the night away at the Turnabout Dance; the Bowling Team had placed 5th in state, Dance Team qualified for Super Sectional and was going to state; Cheerleading placed 2nd in the Division and was competing at state; Girls’ Basketball placed 3rd and Boys’ Basketball placed 4th in Division competition.  He said the Relax and Read Program was very successful and the Poetry Slam, an evening of literature and poetry, was well attended by students and staff.
Questions/Comments – Board Members
Mrs. Heneberry said she had received a call from a parent with an 8th grade student at District #41as well as a senior at ACHS saying that graduation is the same day at both districts.  Mrs. Heneberry asked if there was anything that could be done so that parents in this situation could attend both their students’ graduations.  Dr. Sabatino replied that the high school graduation could be moved up to 5:30 p.m.
Mrs. Heneberry said that we need to arrive at graduation date much sooner than we do now.  Dr. Sabatino answered that the issue has already been discussed.

Mrs. Axton asked for clarification on summer school courses saying she was not clear as to why we were not offering as many classes as in the past.  Dr. Sabatino said that students can make up as many classes as they can and that if a student has already taken a 75 hour class during the school year, a 60 hour class in summer school would be sufficient.  He said that for electives summer school classes should be comparable in hours to classes during the school year.  

Mrs. Heneberry inquired about the sports surveys for parents and was informed that the surveys are handed out at the end of the season.  Mr. Dziki suggested the surveys be given to parents at Back to School night.

Mrs. Van Dien stated that this Board meeting was emotional and that she had been on the other side, which was one of the reasons she ran for the Board.  She said the public could not always have their questions answered.
