Proposal – State Bank of the Lakes

Mr. James Kinney of State Bank of the Lakes presented a proposal to the Board whereby individuals would buy into a twelve month Certificate of Deposit (one for each school – ACHS and LCHS) which would be offered at a competitive rate.  The end rate would be determined by the win record of the football and volleyball teams in the fall, boys’ and girls’ basketball in the winter, and softball and baseball in the spring.  For every one million dollars in deposits the school would receive one thousand dollars, and another one thousand dollars would go into a scholarship.  Mr. Delany said the Board would consider the proposal and get back to Mr. Kinney.

Mr. Ahlers reported that the project is moving ahead slowly due to the weather.
Preliminary 2007 Budget
