Update – ACHS Park/Athletic Facility
Mr. Ahlers reported that we now have all of the dirt committed that is needed for the complex, and the goal is to have the dirt delivered by the end of the year.  He said we can then begin construction work, and if the ground is not too badly frozen, utility work and digging can start.
Certificate of Tax Levy
Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that the proposed 2005 Certificate of Tax Levy, presented in Exhibit VIII (attached) represents a 13.02% increase over the district’s 2004 tax extension.   He said a public hearing for the purpose of adopting the levy had been scheduled for the December 15, 2005 Board meeting and that notice would be published in the newspaper the first week of December as required by law.
Resolution to Abate Property Taxes in the Bond Fund

Mr. Ahlers said that the district has been rebating $.07 of the bond levy back to the voters each year from the construction funds received from the state, and that to continue this practice the Board will need to adopt a resolution to abate property taxes in the bond fund.

Update on the Advisory Program

Dr. Sabatino said that after the last Board meeting he met with Dr. Crist, Mr. Nekritz and Mr. Ahlers and asked the principals to meet with the people involved with the Advisory Program to get their input on how the program could best serve students and at the same time be more cost effective.  He said the consensus was to have an Advisory Program for the freshman and sophomore classes only.  Dr. Crist said he met with his whole staff and explained the budget situation to them, and Mr. Nekritz said he met with faculty representatives, department leaders, and Mrs. Waible, and that everyone understood changes had to happen for the program to be affordable and effective.  Dr. Sabatino stated that implementing the change becomes a negotiations item and that he had notified Mr. Judson, Association President, that the Board was ready to bargain, but that he had as yet not heard back from Mr. Judson.
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LCHS Update – Dr. Crist

Dr. Crist reported that Advisories were working on coping skills and tracking grades; the “Child Labor Around the World” documentary was studied; Danielle Lindquist placed ahead of several competitors in the swimming sectional and eight young ladies competed in the sectional; administrators are meeting with students who are receiving two or three D’s or F’s, or a combination; the Teacher Institute Day was a good day with teachers working on district curriculum; the first school newspaper, The Talon Times,  was going to be out in the next week; ten students from the newspaper staff attended a Journalism Education Association and the National Scholastic Press Association’s semi-annual national convention in Chicago; the PLAN test was administered to all sophomores; English I students are tying literature with community service projects in Ms. Swanson’s freshmen classes; sports banquets are taking place so more letters and numerals will be appearing in the community ; and several colleges, including the University of Illinois, have been visiting Lakes and meeting with juniors.
