PRESENTATIONS

Audit – FY’05

Mr. John Eder of Eder, Casella and Company, Certified Public Accountants, presented the district’s FY ’05 Annual Financial Report to Board members.
Financial Presentation

Mr. Ahlers reviewed the district’s financial situation saying the bottom line was the district needed to find a way to limit its spending.  He recommended the Board look at big expenditure items, and suggested modifying the fiscal approach to the Advisory Program because that Program has a significant impact on the budget.  The Board directed Dr. Sabatino to prepare his recommendations on the Advisory Program and present them at the November 15 meeting.
SAP Program

Mr. Nathan Bylsma, SAP District Coordinator, presented information on the District’s SAP Program.  He explained what expenditures were covered under the grant money he secured from the state.  Mr. Bylsma said that 771 athletes had been tested for drug use this school year and that less than 1% had tested positive, which he informed Board members was much lower than national averages for the high school general population.   He also reviewed the District #117 Options for Student Drug Testing (copy attached), saying he favored Option #4, which would require changing Board policy.  It was the consensus of the Board to implement Option #4.  Dr. Sabatino said he would contact the district’s attorneys to write a new policy which he will bring to the next Board meeting for approval.

Update – Building Projects
ACHS Expansion/Renovation Project

ACHS Update – Mr. Nekritz
