The regular meeting of the Board of Education was held on Thursday, September 8, 2005 in the Library at Antioch Community High School.  Mr. Phillip A. Delany, President, presided over the meeting, calling it to order at 7:00 p.m.

Presentations
Bond Presentation and Resolutions

Ms. Elizabeth Hennessy of William Blair Company updated Board members on the selling of the Series 1997 and 1999 Certificates of Participation bonds and said the district had raised its credit rating four steps to an A+ since 2000.

SAP Program
Mr. Nathan Bylsma presented an update on the activities taking place with the SAP Program.  He provided information on the hair drug testing saying 384 athletes had been tested at ACHS with four testing positive, and 342 athletes had been tested at LCHS with one testing positive.  He informed Board members that he had submitted a grant application which, if approved, would provide the SAP Program $200,000 per year for a three year period.  Mr. Bylsma shared his plans for future activities within the Program.
Physical Education Department Report
Ms. Debra Rummel and Ms. Carla Thompson presented information on the advantages and opportunities available to students with the investment in equipment made by the Board.  They shared the district goals for Physical Education, which are: 1) improving fitness level of students and staff; 2) using more heart rate monitors; 3) improving reading and writing across the curriculum, and 4) the use of echocardiograms.   Ms. Rummel said she and Ms. Thompson were speaking at the State Physical Education Convention on the topic of nutritional lunches.  

Mr. Dziki asked about the public having access to the physical education equipment and said that at the time the Board approved purchasing the equipment, the issue had been raised.  Ms. Rummel said that supervision would be needed in the evening.  Mr. Dziki stated that he would like to pursue the idea and   Ms. Rummel said to let her know the Board’s decision and she would look into it.   
ACHS Update – Mike Nekritz

Mr. Nekritz updated Board members on activities taking place at ACHS since the opening of the school year.  He said students had raised over $1,000 for the victims of Hurricane Katrina, the Field Hockey team won their competition, the Yearbook was given All American status, and 40 new students had enrolled during the month of August.  He said student achievement, a school wide curriculum focus, and improving the professional growth plan for teachers were all areas of concern at ACHS.

Policy Modifications – First Reading

Dr. Sabatino informed Board members that the modifications to Policy 630.03 (Remedial Instruction) which is being replaced and renamed Programs for Students At Risk of Academic Failure and/or Dropping Out of School and Graduation Incentives Program, are due to changes in the law, and that Policy 710.15 – Re-Enrollment is new.  Policies will be presented for approval at the September 21, 2005 Board meeting.
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Set Public Hearing Date – P.E./Driver Ed. Fee Waiver

Dr. Sabatino stated that before the district can submit an Application for Waiver or Modification of State Board Rules and/or School Code Mandates, a public hearing must be held on a date other than a regularly scheduled Board meeting.  It was the consensus of the Board to hold the public hearing on Friday, September 23, 2005 at 5:30 p.m. at the District Office.

Dr. Sabatino said a letter from Deb Larson, Consultant, regarding the IASB Targeting Achievement Through Governance Program, had been enclosed in Board packets.

Mrs. Biel asked about the lights at Polley Field being on when there was no activity taking place.  Dr. Crist replied that sometimes it was because of the maintenance workers, and Mr. Mike Gedville, athletic trainer, said coaches often used the field at night.
Mr. Dziki asked if buses were reviewed because he had seen full sized buses leaving school with only two or three students.  Mr. Ahlers said that yes, the buses were reviewed.

Dr. Sabatino informed Board members that the Village of Lake Villa asked if it could put a “Welcome to Lake Villa” sign at the northeast side of the property on Grass Lake Road.  It was the consensus of the Board to allow the Village to do so.

Mrs. Heneberry asked if the Board could receive another report from the Advisory Committee.  Dr. Sabatino said the Advisory would be on the agenda for the second meeting of October.
