Dr. Sabatino shared with Board members a letter he wrote to Mr. Richard Herout responding to the comments he made at the April 5, 2007 Board meeting concerning the condemnation of property.

LCHS Update – Mr. McKay

Mr. McKay stated that there were a lot of wonderful things happening at LCHS.  He said that Sam Weller, author of The Bradbury Chronicles: The Life of Ray Bradbury, spoke to sophomore English students on April 16th, and that the whole effort was made possible through the relationship between Lakes and the Lake Villa Public Library.  
Mr. McKay said that on April 25th and 26th the Junior Class will take the Prairie State Achievement Exam which is used to assess the progress of both high schools and individual students in meeting the Illinois Learning Standards.  Mr. McKay reported that nearly all of the fall sports teams earned IHSA Team Academic Awards for achieving academic excellence.  He said the Lakes Eagles Booster Gala event is scheduled for the upcoming weekend, and that approximately 200 supportive parents will be attending the first annual gala.  He thanked all of the parents who had contributed to the creation of the Lakes Eagles Booster Club and the many hours given toward their first major fundraising event.  He stated that all of the programs at LCHS will benefit from the fundraiser.

Mrs. Heneberry said she thought Dr. Sabatino’s letters were appropriate.  She said that when there was a topic on the minds of so many community members, such as the purchase/condemnation of land, the topic should be addressed in correspondence such as newsletters, the district website, etc.  Dr. Sabatino replied that some topics could be addressed in this manner, but subject to Closed Session obligations, others could not.
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Mr. Dziki said that topics are discussed openly at School Board meetings and there is communication on subjects that concern the public.  He said Board members are elected by their constituents, and they have to make tough decisions on what is best for the students in the district.
Mrs. Heneberry made reference that she would like to see a nominating committee for Board officers before seating of the new Board.  Mrs. Heneberry and Mrs. Van Dien will serve as members of the committee.
