The regular meeting of the Community High School District 117 Board of Education was held on Thursday, April 5, 2007 in the Library at Antioch Community High School.   Mr. Phillip A. Delany, President, presided over the meeting, calling it to order at 7:00 p.m.

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PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Mr. Nekritz introduced Robin Gwynn, Cheerleading Coach, and Kelly Taylor, Dance Team Coach. Dr. Sabatino informed him that the property was for sale by the owner, and the District made a fair offer to purchase, but the offer was rejected when it was discovered it was from the School District.  Mr. Delany told Mr. Herout that Dr. Sabatino would write him a letter which would answer his questions and address his concerns.  
Ms. Sue DeRose stated that she was disappointed to hear that Mr. Bode had resigned his position at Lakes Community High School, and she hoped that in selecting his replacement a person who worked supportively with Mr. McKay, as Mr. Bode had, would be chosen.  She asked about the condemnation of property and where the District would get the funds for the purchase of land.  She asked for a copy of the letter that Dr. Sabatino would send to Mr. Herout.

ACHS Update – Mr. Nekritz

Mr. Nekritz updated Board members on events and happenings taking place at ACHS, saying that the musical, Anything Goes, opens April 26; the Jazz Choir performed in Branson, Missouri, ON stage LIVE and were asked to open next year at an even more prestigious venue; and our students did very well at the Illinois High School Solo and Ensemble on March 3, with Joy Nicholas placing first in solo clarinet. He further stated that 55 students had perfect attendance and received certificates and movie tickets; the Math Department had drafted a departmental mission; and 278 students were participating in spring sports.
