First Reading – Policy 710.125
Presented for first reading is a revision to Policy 710.125 – Student Assignment and Intra-District Transfer.  Dr. Sabatino explained that the only exceptions would be as required by law: (1) Title I covered in Board Policy 600 – School Accountability; or (2) the Unsafe School Choice Option covered in Board Policy 465.04 – Safety.  The policy will be presented for second reading and approval at the March 8, 2007 Board meeting.     
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Exceed Corporation Request
The Board discussed the request from Mr. Charles Miles, Exceed Corporation President and CEO, for Board support of the affordable housing development, Lindenhurst Campus Center, proposed by Exceed Corporation.  It was the consensus of the Board to neither oppose nor support the development.  
Village of Antioch Request

It was the consensus of the Board that they will not oppose a request for change of zoning for the Village of Antioch’s proposal for an industrial/office development on approximately 200 acres of property east of Illinois Route 45 on the North side of Route 173, but neither will they support the change request.
MyAccess Writing – Update

Dr. David Moyer presented an update on MyAccess pilot writing initiative, saying that on January 12, 50 teachers in the district were trained on the program, and there will be a second training for 25 teachers on March 2.    He stated that reports from the schools indicate that computer lab usage has increased significantly, and that teachers are generally pleased with the program.  Dr. Moyer told Board members that a more thorough report will be forthcoming from Mr. Plinske and Mr. Cook, teachers at LCHS.
IHSA Recognition of Faculty Members

Dr. Sabatino shared a letter to Mr. Parola from Mr. Kurt Gibson of the Illinois High School Association and a copy of the SAWA (Sporting a Winning Attitude) Report for Mr. Parola and Mr. McKay from the December 16, 2006 Antioch/Lakes Boys Basketball game.
AYP Information

Dr. Sabatino reviewed the 2005 Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) information which had just come out from the State.  He said that at this point if Antioch Community High School makes adequate yearly progress this year, they will be off the failing list.
LCHS Update
Mr. McKay updated Board members on events and happenings at Lakes Community High School, saying that the majority of the 80 students who participated in the ACT prep course took the February 10th ACT exam, and that a Local Leaders Read Program designed to encourage community leaders to interact with students will feature Lake Villa Police Chief Bisconti reading to students this month.  Mr. McKay reported that all of the Junior Class has had at least one writing sample submitted using MyAccess; and classroom walkthroughs indicate increased use of CRISS strategies.  He said that approximately 600 college applications have been filed by the Senior Class; enrollment for next year is nearly complete; and several students are attending Youth Summit sponsored by the Constitutional Rights Foundation of Chicago.   Mr. McKay informed the Board that Amanda Kraenzle, Chemistry student, entered a poster competition sponsored by the Journal Chemistry International and that out of 950 posters submitted from 34 different countries her poster was the only one selected from the U.S.  He said that Cody Ksioszk won the Gymnastics Regional Championship on vault, balance beam, floor and all around; Ben Rhem and 
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Tyler Hall were the NSC Wrestling Champions in their weight class; and the Boys Basketball Team won the NSC Prairie Division Championship with a record of 10-2.  He further stated that Lakes is hosting the Regional Basketball Tournament next week, the Cheerleaders qualified for state competition and placed 16th, and the Dance Team will be competing in the state meet this weekend.
