Financial Update

Mr. Ahlers informed Board members that some key factors had impacted the District’s budget since the start of the 2006-07 school year.  He said budgeted tax revenue will be short by approximately $230,00 due to the settlement of the Victory Health tax assessment; that $600,000 had been budgeted for developer impact fees and there would be a $200,000 shortfall in this area; that the District is receiving $152,897 in State 18-3 Project Funds, which was a special allocation related to the Gateway program, that were not budgeted; and the state has been running four to six weeks behind in their payments so June reimbursements for special education and transportation, which are included in this year’s estimates, will not be received until July.  He said that to compensate for this revenue shortage the District has tried to cut back on spending, with discretionary expenses that can be delayed until next year being deferred.
