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Update – ACHS Park/Athletic Facility

Mr. Ahlers said he had nothing to report on the athletic facility.  He explained the problem with the drainage at Polley Field, saying it was due to two things, (1) the crown on the field has lost its slope and does not move the water off the field, and (2) the soil below the one to two inch layer of top soil is very high in clay content and does not allow water to permeate down.  Mr. Ahlers said the recommended solution is to scrape off the sod on the football field, bring in additional top soil to make a crown on the football field with a 1.5 to 2% slope; install field panel drains along the length of both sidelines to collect the water run-off from the field and eliminate any puddling along the sidelines; and hydro-seed the football field.  Mr. Ahlers informed the Board that this would be a very costly project, estimating between $55,000 and $65,000.  He said the work could begin immediately, and weather permitting, the project could be completed in the spring, and the field used for graduation if desired.  Mr. Ahlers said holding graduation at Polley Field was not recommended as the traffic on the field would damage the new grass.  When asked about holding graduation outdoors, Mr. McKay said he felt there would be a lot of upset students and parents if graduation was planned inside.  It was the consensus of the Board not to start the project until the end of the 2007-08 football season.
Fencing Bids – ACHS Baseball Project
Mrs. Axton moved the Board award the fence contract for the ACHS Baseball Project to Century Fence Company per their bid of $53,360 which includes bid alternates #1 and #2.  Second by Mrs. Biel.

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First Reading – Policy Revisions

Dr. Sabatino explained the administration is proposing the creation of two fee schedules for rental of District facilities; one which would apply to non-profit, community groups, and the second to all others.  The Board reviewed the revisions to Policy 410.05 – Rental of Facilities, as well as the Procedure to support the policy and the new recommended fee schedules.  The revisions will be presented for second reading at the next Board meeting.

Reading – Pre-Employment Drug Testing Policy

Due to the absence of two Board members Dr. Sabatino recommended this item be tabled until the February 8 meeting.

LCHS Update – Mr. McKay

Mr. McKay reviewed ACT, PSAT and Plan test results with Board members.  He reported the School Improvement Plan progress saying approximately 30% of LCHS teachers had been trained in the writing program MyAccess; an additional 12 teachers will be trained in CRISS strategies this spring; approximately 30% of sophomores in the Advisory Program achieved a grade of C or better; the attendance rate first semester was 94.8%, nearly 1% higher than the previous year; and the second round of classroom walkthroughs were scheduled.  He reported that LCHS is participating in Money Smart Week April 30-May 5 with workshops offered by Great Lakes Credit Union to students and the community.  He said that approximately 25% of the junior class was taking part in the ACT prep course with more expected for the second training session.  Mr. McKay informed Board members that Jennifer Herranz is a new foreign exchange student from Madrid, Spain; LCHS is hosting the IHSA Boys Basketball Tournament February 26-March 2; the Eagle Mascot has arrived; and the musical “Into the Woods” was scheduled for February 8-February 10
