LCHS Update

Mr. McKay reported that the attendance rate at 92.49% continues to improve relative to the same time last year.  He said that approximately 75% of teachers had been trained in CRISS strategies, and that MyAccess continues to improve the writing skills of students and has increased the utilization of computer labs in school.  Mr. McKay said that the LCHS library is partnering with the Lake Villa District Library to promote the One Book, One Community Program, and that the Lake Villa District Library will be supplying students with the books.  He said that for next school year LCHS and the District Library will be working together to create a Local Author Forum.  Mr. McKay further reported that an additional 25 junior students are taking part in the ACT prep program bringing the number of juniors taking part in ACT preparation to approximately one third of the Junior Class; six Social Studies students will be attending the Illinois Youth Summit in Chicago; 96 senior scholarship applications have been filed, which represents nearly a third of the Senior Class.  Mr. McKay said the Music Department participated in the North Shore Music Festival held at Northwestern University; spring sports officially began this week; and the Lakes Eagles Booster Club has invited the Board to their Gala Event on Saturday, April 21, 2007.
