Dr. Sabatino stated that Report Cards for ACHS, LCHS and the District would be released to the public on March 14th.  He said that ACHS had made Adequate Yearly Progress, but that due to the Special Education subgroup in Reading, the District did not make AYP. 
ACHS Update

Mr. Nekritz reported that the National Scholastic Press Association had named the 2006 ACHS Yearbook as a finalist in its Pacemaker competition, and that ACHS is one of only two Illinois schools to be named a finalist.  He said that Nick Badger was a National Merit finalist; that ACHS had met AYP; ACT Prep was beginning in the classroom setting; and MyAccess continues to be used.  He informed Board members that the Math Team qualified for state competition; the Dance Team took first place in state in kick and 3rd place in hip-hop; and the Cheerleaders took 6th place in state.  He said that Emma Scheidt won a state award for outstanding witness at the State Mock Trial competition in Springfield and that the team performed very well.
QUESTIONS/COMMENTS – BOARD MEMBERS
Mr. Dziki said he felt that as long as both schools were improving and were doing everything they could to educate students people would not be over concerned with AYP.
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Mr. Dziki suggested that with regard to the Pupil per Administrator category in the School Report Card perhaps a comparison should be made with some of the surrounding school districts to show that our ratio is comparable to other schools in the area.  He said he felt it would be good information to know because some people may think District 117 has too many administrators.  Dr. Sabatino stated that when you have two schools, you need a Principal, Athletic Director, Assistant Principal, etc., at each school, and Mr. Ahlers pointed out that Allendale and Gateway administrators count in the administrator numbers, whereas the student population does not.  Both of these factors contribute to the student/administrator ratio of the District.
