ACHS School Improvement Plan
Mr. Nekritz and several faculty members presented the ACHS School Improvement Plan to Board members and summarized the 2005-06 school year as having been successful.  He acknowledged members of the Student Achievement Committee, and reviewed areas in which he felt improvement was needed.  Mr. John Whitehurst presented numerical data which showed ACT trends over the past five years, with last year’s senior class scoring higher than previous years, and said last year’s sophomore class consistently scored above national average on the PLAN test.  Mr. Dave Judson presented the attendance goals saying the trend in unexcused absences has gotten better.  Mr. Jim Hellen said the reading for relaxation program has had a positive impact on students, and that under the leadership of Mr. Nekritz, and with the Student Achievement Committee, the staff had become more focused.  Mr. Nekritz related that not all curriculum objectives had been met, but that ACHS was moving in the right direction.  He said 100% of teachers had websites, the writing lab was up and functioning, the building looked good, and ACHS was starting to promote itself more.  He then introduced his “mystery guest”, the new ACHS mascot, and said there was a contest for anyone who wished to submit a name for the mascot.
Mrs. Heneberry said she liked the direction in which ACHS is heading, and she can see the plan is being carried out by action.  Mr. Nekritz stated in response to Mr. Delany’s question concerning attendance that the message has gone out to the student body that it is about going to class.  Mr. Delany said the presentation was impressive and that it is out in the building, and we are seeing it.
