Installation of Back-Flow Preventers
Mr. Ahlers explained that over the years several water lines have been installed east of the railroad tracks at ACHS, that they were installed piecemeal as funds became available, and without backflow preventers as they were not required.  He said the Village of Antioch now requires them.  It is proposed that this be done as emergency work due to the potential of water contamination, and that Diemer Plumbing do the work at a cost of $44,825.  Discussion followed with Board members raising several issues pertaining to the project.
Mr. Sobczak moved that: (1) Mr. Dziki and Mr. Delany will meet with Diemer Plumbing to discuss the issues raised at the Board meeting, such as how much time the project will take, the scope of the work, and why it is considered an emergency now when it has not been for the past couple of months/years; (2) If the answers to these questions are satisfactory, the District will proceed with the work, if not, the issue will be brought back to the Board; and (3) Mr. Delany will let Board members know the outcome of the discussion.
