Microturbine Replacement Engines

403B Regulations

Ms. Nolde explained that final IRS regulations regarding 403(b) plans become effective January 1, 2009, which means school districts will need to play a greater role in administering employees’ 403(b) tax-sheltered annuities.  School districts must now establish their own 403(b) plan documents.  Each plan document must satisfy the new regulations and 403(b) plan requirements in both form and operation.  Ms. Nolde said this is a very important undertaking as it deals with employees’ investments and IRS regulation of those investments, and this is not a situation the District should be overseeing on its own.  She informed the Board that a consortium had been formed with District 117, Emmons, Antioch, Grass Lake, Lake Villa, Big Hollow and potentially Millburn to solicit the services of a third party administrator to handle employees’ 403(b) plans.   The group has seen presentations by ING, Valic, Horace Mann and Gatekeeper.  Ms. Nolde said the group was impressed with the knowledge level of Gatekeeper, and that at the May meeting she will present cost information and will likely recommend Gatekeeper as third party administrator for the District’s 403(b) plans.
