Test Score Comparisons
Dr. Sabatino reviewed a recent survey on ACT composite scores for the Class of 2007 for 74 schools, including District 117.  He pointed out that from 2002 to 2007, the District had a higher rate of growth than all but four of the other schools.  On Advanced Placement Exams, Dr. Sabatino stated that a score of 3, 4 or 5 is considered a good score to receive college credit, and reviewed the graph that showed the number of tests earning 3 or higher per 100 students was 7.1 for the District.  Dr. Sabatino said that while we have a way to go, the charts indicate we have made good progress.

TIF Update

Dr. Sabatino said he had met with representatives from IDI and was presented with information on their TIF proposal for the Antioch Corporate Center which will be located on Route 173 between Crawford Road and Route 45.  The Board discussed the proposal at length, and asked Dr. Sabatino to set up a Superintendent’s Committee with Antioch Community Consolidated School District 34, which also would be affected by the TIF, to discuss the proposal and find out where District 34 stands.  Dr. Sabatino will contact Mr. Scott Thompson, District 34 Superintendent.  District 117 will be represented by Dr. Sabatino, Ms. Nolde, Mr. Sobczak, and Mrs. McGrath.  
LCHS Update
Mr. McKay updated Board members on events and happenings at Lakes Community High School, including: Josh Beckman has been named a finalist in the National Merit Scholarship; the literary magazine, Mosiac, has been selected to receive a rank of above average by the National Council of English Teachers; teacher April Kelly will be speaking at a conference held by Columbia University in New York City; teacher Elizabeth Potter will conduct research at Northwestern University this summer; Tiffany Magliola was named Gymnastics Coach of the year; and Lakes Visual Arts Department will be painting a mural in the new Community Trust Credit Union while the Drama Department will be acting out parts of various movie stars at their grand opening.  Mr. McKay reported the following regarding athletics: Kevin Guirand is the third Boys Basketball player to score 1000 points; the Boys’ Basketball Team is19-6 currently and is the top seed in the River Grove 3A Regional; the Girls Basketball Team won their first game; Matt Holmes is the third Lakes wrestler to win a North Suburban Conference title in the last two years; Cody Ksioszk qualified for the Girls’ Gymnastic State Meet; the Cheerleading Squad placed sixth at the Lake Park Sectional; and Lakes Dance Team qualified for their third trip to state.  He said four fall athletes are receiving full athletic scholarships – Kevin Guirand, Richard Hayes, Rachel Dean and Ethan Hahn; and that Kevin Rice has been accepted into West Point Military Academy.
