Substance Abuse Program

Mr. Nathan Bylsma, SAP Coordinator, presented the results of the student survey, reviewed the programs that were implemented last school year and the resources available to students, and shared his plans for the 2007-08 school year.
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Board Goals

Dr. Sabatino reviewed the progress that has been made with the six goals which were established and adopted by the Board in 2005.  Those goals are: 1) Student Achievement; 2) Qualified Staff; 3) Facilities; 4) Technology; 5) Community Communication; and 6) Fiscal Responsibility.  He said it was very important that the District continue to focus on curriculum, and that Dr. Moyer in August will give feedback on all the assessments.  Dr. Sabatino reported that both schools had made Adequate Yearly Progress, but that the District had not, due to Special Education; and the District had to submit a plan to the State by June 1, 2007 on what we were going to do about Special Education.  Next spring, he suggested holding two community meetings where community members could voice concerns/comments about the District.  After this, the Board can again review its goals and formulate another 5-year plan.

Report from the Business Office
The Board welcomed new Business Manager, Jennifer Nolde, to the District.
Ms. Nolde updated the Board on the following:
ACHS Baseball Field

All of the dirt required by the original specification has been delivered and graded; however, the elevation and sloping of several areas of the field are still in question.  Seater will re-measure the areas to determine if the field elevations are consistent with the drawings, and if the dirt was incorrectly placed, adjustments will be made.
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Athletic Complex

Drainage and run-off continue to be issues, with a fair amount of pooling on the tennis courts.  It has been determined that the best course of action is to place a drain in the path that separates the courts.

An adjustment in the tennis court area may be needed after the correction of the drain and swale.  A proposal for the drain installation cost is forthcoming from Seater.

The entry road will need to be shifted slightly to the right to accommodate the water shed which houses pumping and electrical equipment.

ACHS Food Lab Renovation

The majority of the work on the food lab is complete, and consisted of the following: counter, sink, cook top, and cabinet door and drawer replacement, and the dishwashers removed and replaced with cabinets. 
LCHS Room Reconfiguration
The majority of the work in this area is complete.  Each room needs baseboards and reinstallation of ceiling tiles as well as a thorough cleaning, with only one of the rooms needing floor tiles.

State Budget

The legislature recently adopted a “one month emergency budget” which allocates funding to the State Board of Education for the month of July only.  The purpose of this budget is to maintain the minimum level of funding required to keep basic government services operational during the budget negotiation process.  Funding was not included for General State Aid, Special Education and Transportation as a strategy to keep focus on the negotiation process.  Though the majority District 117 funding comes from sources other than the state, these three areas impact the budget.
Workers Compensation Insurance

Gateway Update

LCHS Update (Transportation Report)

He said the study was done with the professional guidance of Roger Barrette, Traffic Accident Reconstruction Analyst, and Dr. Yu, Assistant Professor of Engineering at Northwestern University and expert on traffic planning.
