Report from the Business Office
New Auditing Standards
Ms. Nolde reported that additional auditing standards have been established for the upcoming 2008 audit which directly affect the District.  She stated that a large component of the standards focuses on the audit document itself, and that it is typical for school districts to have auditors prepare the final document of the fiscal year and then give an opinion on that document.  Under the new standards, districts can no longer operate in this fashion; that the whole point is to separate the entity that creates the year end statements from the entity that tests internal controls and expresses an opinion upon them.  Ms. Nolde explained the three options that Eder Casella said the District currently has: (1) A district may choose to ignore the standards, which would result in negative comments on the management letter; (2) A district can choose to have its business office prepare the year-end financial statements and have that document audited, tested and commented upon by an outside firm; or (3) A district can choose to have an auditor prepare the financial statements, then have a second auditor come in and test the findings of the first auditor and make comments upon those findings.  It was the consensus of the Board that the whole Board receive communications regarding the audit.
GASB 45
Ms. Nolde explained that GASB 45 was issued to provide more complete and reliable information regarding the costs and financial obligations that district incur when they provide post retirement benefits, other than pensions, to employees.  She said the focus here is insurance, and that GASB 45 requires districts to obtain the services of an actuary to calculate these costs.  She stated that these costs do not need to be documented until the 2009 audit, but the search for an actuary needs to begin shortly, and the expected cost for the actuary if $15,000.
Technology Lease
Mr. Sobczak moved the Board approve a lease agreement for Dell computer equipment with Suntrust Leasing at a rate of 3.17% interest for a term of four years in an amount not to exceed $470,000, subject to attorney review and approval, as recommended.  Second by Mrs. McGrath.
