Report from the Business Office
Tax Anticipation Warrants

Ms. Nolde said that at the February 21, 2008 Board meeting the need for the District to issue Tax Anticipation Warrants was discussed.  She said the District must prepare cash flows, to show need, and the Board must pass a resolution based on the need, and that typically the District operates on approximately three million dollars per month.  She explained that the District should continue to receive revenue from the state, the federal government and other local sources.  Ms. Nolde said it was recommended that the Board approve a Tax Anticipation Warranty resolution for five million dollars.
Victory Lakes
Ms. Nolde updated the Board on the Victory Lakes situation, saying that since 2001 its owners have been trying to secure tax exempt status for the entire property, and that currently part of the complex is operated as non-profit and part as profit.  She informed the Board that in November of 2007 the County Board determined that the entire complex cannot be tax exempt, and that in December 2007 the Department of Revenue confirmed the County Board’s findings and ruled that the property does not qualify for total exemption.  She said that Victory Lakes is currently appealing the Department of Revenue decision, and that the District is currently teamed with other taxing bodies and sharing legal expenses to fight this action.
Neumann Homes Inc.
Ms. Nolde said that Neumann Homes, which declared Chapter 11 bankruptcy, is demanding that affected parties return impact fees for five parcels, and that legal counsel has sent a letter on our behalf stating the  District will not return funds.

Tax Anticipation Warrants
Mr. Delany read the following: “Resolution authorizing the issuance of Tax Anticipation Warrants in anticipation of the collection of taxes levied for the year 2007, by the Board of Education of Community High School District Number 117, Lake County, Illinois, for educational purposes.”

The Center will be located on Route 173 between Crawford Road and Route 45.  Dr. Sabatino reported that IDI plans to approach businesses on the highways, such as Pedersen GMC, who would benefit from the water and sewer development, to see if they would be willing to contribute funding.   Ms. Nolde said that water and sewer are always a driving force.  Further study regarding the TIF is underway; a follow-up report will be made within 30 days (approximately).
