Report from the Business Office
Athletic Complex
Ms. Nolde reported that we are at the point at which the big issues have been addressed and now the small items need to be resolved.  Some of those items include: entrance way gate; training on pump station and sprinkler system for maintenance crew; tennis storage shed needs to be moved; downspouts on concession stand need to be replaced; and some areas of seeding need to be addressed.

Polley Field

Ms. Nolde presented background information on the problem with the drainage system at Polley Field and the 3-phase project begun by the District last year to alleviate the drainage issues.  She said that Phase I consisted of installing field drains along the sidelines and viewing areas near the field and has already been completed at a cost of $34,500 which has already been paid.  Phase 2 is the re-crowning of the field which means that soil will be added to the center areas to create a desired slope at a cost of $25,600.  Phase 3 is the hydro seeding of the new soil which would take place in March 2008 at a cost of $4,200.  Ms. Nolde explained that the current 3 phase concept will not solve the entire severe weather drainage issue and that additional work is required to effectively achieve proper drainage and allow the drainage system to work as it should.  The projected cost to solve the drainage issue completely is an additional $32,400, which is over and above the cost for all 3 phases of the project.   She said she met with OWP&P and Eriksson Engineering to discuss the problem and that is when the information came to light that the field was designed to have a smoother crown and the current crown may actually be the correct height.  She said that discussion turned to the possibility of saving the original design of the drainage system and that it is necessary to employ an engineering firm or architectural firm that has expertise with football fields to investigate the proper course of action and to prepare bid specifications.   Ms. Nolde informed the Board that after lengthy discussions, she and Dr. Sabatino both recommend the District not continue on its current path of the 3 phase project, with additional proposed work, until further investigation is completed, which means that any work desired will not take place until this time next year.
The Board asked to be kept updated on the situation.
