Report from the Business Office

Athletic Complex

Ms. Nolde reported that she and Dr. Sabatino had met with Seater Construction, discussed the items that needed to be completed at the Athletic Complex, and reached agreement regarding those items.  She said we are moving forward with the paving, fencing and path work in the entry area, and that Seater will sod the competition softball field at no cost to the District.  She stated that Seater will provide a generator to power the irrigation system in the absence of Com Ed power, and once the power issue is resolved with Com Ed, the generator will be removed.  Ms. Nolde informed Board members that remedial seeding, grading, erosion control installation and debris removal will be completed by Seater at a cost not to exceed $55,875.

Utility Costs

Ms. Nolde reported on the costs of utilities, saying that Hurricane Dean missed the production fields in the Gulf of Mexico, which allowed the IUPC to purchase over half the winter supply of natural gas for .779 per therm.  She said we are coming off summer pricing of .95 per therm, and that the remainder of the gas will be purchased in the fall.  She reported that our electric rate is frozen at .06393/Kw, which is good through December 2008, and which is very favorable compared to the current Com Ed rates.
Budget
Ms. Nolde said the Governor had signed the State Budget and money is now flowing into the District from the State.

P.E. Report – Policy Revision

Ms. Debbie Rummel, and Ms. Carla Thompson, Department Leaders for Physical Education, Driver Education, and Health, made a presentation on their proposed revision to Board Policy 625.07 – Physical Education.
